· The second half (50%) of the sale price will be provided to Contractor in the form of cash, check, PayPal or money order prior to the delivery of Work. 
· Work will be sold as an indoor or outdoor piece, agreed upon in the “Concepts and First Viewing” section of this contract.
· Work will be sealed with Sealers Choice 15 Gold®

· Buyer agrees to give Contractor additional time, of up to ten (10) business days, if Contractor is delayed due to events beyond Contractor’s control (e.g. fire, theft, illness, Force Majeure).
· Work must be on display no later than four (4) hours after the specified installation time.
· Contractor must provide Buyer: title of Work and description of all materials used. Work’s artistic meaning will be provided upon request, and if desired, Contractor will also provide a Curriculum Vitae (summary of academic and work history). 
· All sales are final. 
· Contractor is not required to disclose the types of tools or techniques used in the development of Work. 
· Contractor will be responsible for wrapping and transporting Work for delivery after sale.
· Work will be delivered to Buyer ready to be installed (e.g. wire or hooks on back, completed on transfer material for placement in medium).
· Buyer may install Work, but may not require that Contractor be in attendance for the installation of an indoor Work.
· Contractor will be present for installation of an outdoor Work.
· Texas does not issue a license for general contractors, however, Contractor will abide by the Deceptive Trade Practices and Consumer Protection Act of the Business and Commerce Code of conduct. 
Concepts and First Viewing: 
· Before the construction of Work, Buyer must determine whether Work will be displayed indoors or outdoors. 
· Within nine (9) business days of receiving a request for Work and a deposit, Contractor will create a rough sketch of Work for presentation to Buyer. 
· After Contractor receives Buyer’s feedback on the illustration, Contractor will make any changes required by Buyer.
· Buyer will note and understand that the final work might not be clearly expressed or represented through the rough sketch. 
· Buyer will note and understand the physical separation between drawing and finished Work.
· Contractor will work with Buyer for nine additional business days to come up with a satisfactory rough sketch, if needed.
· After the design is agreed upon and construction of Work has begun, any changes made to the design will add 20% to the total cost for every square foot of re-design work.

Ownership: 
· Work belongs to Contractor until the close of the contract and the total price is paid in full.
· In the event this contract is terminated, Contractor owns Work and has the right to complete, exhibit, and/or sell Work, if Contractor so chooses.
Originality:

· Contractor affirms the design of Work is original and Buyer owns the rights granted under this agreement and that these rights granted do not conflict any other agreement.
· It is the responsibility of Buyer to perform a trademark search and federal trademark registration if Buyer intends to register Work as a company trademark http://www.uspto.gov/main/trademarks.htm 
Termination:
· Contractor has the right to terminate this Agreement if: 

1. Buyer fails to pay half (50%) of the total cost within ten (10) days of the signing of this contract (e.g. bounced check)

2. Illness or injury, or events beyond Contractor’s control (specified under Responsibilities of Contractor) causes a delay of more than sixty (60) days from the agreed delivery date. 
· If the contract is terminated before eighteen (18) days after completion of this contract, Contractor shall return all monies paid by Buyer, less additional expenses, purchases made, damages or claims.
· If the contract is terminated on or after eighteen (18) days after completion of this contract no refund will be made to Buyer.
Use of Work:
· After the contract is fulfilled Buyer has the right to use Work in all media useful for business promotion and or personal use.  
· Contractor reserves the right to display images of Work for business promotional use (e.g. Websites, flyers, brochures, business cards). 

· Buyer has the right to agree to let Contractor use his/her testimonials for business promotional use (e.g. Websites, flyers, brochures and business cards).

· Buyer has the right to personally make modifications (alterations) to Work after this contract is fulfilled. 
Warranty and/or Insurance Service   
· Where goods supplied by Contractor are used in conjunction with goods supplied by another or other parties, the responsibility of Contractor will be limited to ensuring that Work he has supplied function properly.

· The warranty on Work runs with effect from date of delivery, except where otherwise stated.

· Faults will be repaired by Contractor free of charge for one year provided Work has been subjected to normal and reasonable business or personal use at the place of installation (providing Work has not been purposefully damaged or neglected and provided that materials are available from the origin of purchase).
· It is Buyer’s responsibility to ensure Work is properly maintained.  It is Buyer’s responsibility to check that what appears to be a fault is not caused by worn or damaged 3rd party hardware or worn or damaged consumable supplies (e.g. cleaners, sealers) other than that of Work. 
· In the event that Work is not properly maintained, Buyer agrees Contractor will make a charge for any related service calls.

· In the event that Work requires service (warranty or otherwise), it is Buyer’s responsibility to arrange return and cover the cost of return of Work to Contractor. On-site maintenance outside of one year is chargeable on outdoor works. 
· Damage incurred during an indoor installation of Work will not be covered by Contractor (e.g.
Risk
· The risk, if any, of Work sold to Buyer will pass to Buyer at the time of delivery, and if Work is intended for outdoors, Buyer assumes risk after the installation on the premises.
· It is Buyer’s responsibility to insure Work from time of delivery and Buyer agrees to accept this risk.
· Buyer assumes all liability and risk for personal and 3rd party accidental injury, loss, damage after delivery of an indoor Work and delivery and installation of outdoor Work.
